DOWNSTAIRS TODDLERCIASS We have
been working hard on verbal skills for the past
several weeks. The children are at different
levels of speech. We encourage them to “use
your words”, rather than pointing, screaming
etc. If a child encroaches on another’s
“territory” (work

space) we ask the other child to say “my
work”. We also encourage “please” and
“thank you”. At group time we ask open-

ended questions to encourage their opinion
and verbal skills, using words other than “yes”
and “no”. Parents, you can help by not
simplifying language for your child. He/she
can understand you. Developing a large
vocabulary at an early age is helpful for brain
development and with reading skills in the
years ahead.

DOWNSTAIRS CLLASS This week the

children have had fun with new dance moves
at group time. Their favorite moves are :
raising the roof” and “churning the butter”.
The children all take turns free-style dancing in
the center of the circle while we sing about
what they wore to school. Even the shyest of
our children have become comfortable
dancing for the others. Some of them have
developed quite interesting moves! Parents,
please hand in your summer school
registration forms. We will be preparing our
class lists for summer school and will need to
know if we should reserve a place for your
child! Thanks.
